2008 IN  REVIEW  
 
Peace in Focus launched its pilot workshops in Boston, 
Massachusetts and Bujumbura, Burundi in Summer 
2008. We trained 35 youth in photography and creative 
dispute resolution and held two photography exhibits 
to showcase the participantsÕ work.  Our pen-pal 
program now connects international participants to 
allow them to build relationships, develop cross-cultural 
understanding and further their commitment to a global 
network of young peacemakers.    
 
As a result of the workshops, Peace in Focus alumni in 
Burundi have started a local youth journal, called 
Akarusho +, to discuss important issues in the 
community and to promote peace.  
 
Our organization was recognized by the Clinton Global 
Initiative for an Outstanding Commitment to Peace and 
was featured on Burundian television and radio.

2009 ACT IVIT IES 

Peace in Focus held a 2-week workshop in Boston in August 
and a 1-week pilot workshop in Liberia in September. With 
strong local partners, and great support from Liberian 
government and media, we are excited to expand this 
program in the coming months. We are also collaborating on 
a large documentary film project to identify and feature 10 
extraordinary young people working to create social change 
in their communities. In November, we will launch a 
worldwide peace photojournalism contest to feature 
remarkable stories from youth on our website.
